Creating a course to be used as a student eportfolio 

1. Login as Site Administrator. Every Moodle site has a specific username and password that grant administrative rights for every editable feature of the site and for all courses available on the site. 
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Create a new course in the 'eportfolios' category. For example, eportfolio for Harry Potter. 
3. In the Settings page of the new course assign an Enrolment key. This restricts access to the site. Only students and guests who have been given this enrolment key will be able to access the course (ie eportfolio). 
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In the Settings page of the new course allow guests with the Enrolment key to access the course. 
5. Assign the student as a Teacher on the new course. This allows the student to control the appearance of the course, upload files and create navigation links for pieces of eportfolio work. Note that a student must have previously created a user account from the Login page of the Moodle site in order to be eligible as a course Teacher.
Now, when the student logs in to the site, he/she will have editing rights for his/her eportfolio course.
