Learning Programme, under the Leonardo da Vinci Action (Transfer of Innovation) based on POOLS (2005-2007). POOLS was in 2009 awarded the Leonardo da Vinci silver medal for innovation and creativity.
POOLS-2 aims to support improvements in quality and innovation in vocational education and training systems, institutions and practices, through the application of Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL) to vocational training. More specifically POOLS-2 aims to promote and exploit CALL in Cyprus, Malta and Portugal. 

The lack of exploitation of CALL in many countries is well documented in several EU reports which show an insufficient use the Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) on the teaching of foreign languages and a general lack of appropriate training of language teachers in meaningful uses of ICT. 

POOLS -2 will transfer the results of POOLS to the new project country members; Cyprus, Malta, and Portugal seeking to address the needs of these countries and help them create online materials that can be used for developing language lessons contents utilizing the advantages of e-Learning and enable teachers of the less taught languages to use ICT in their lessons.  

Project products will include a list of supporting materials (a course book on CALL methodology for teachers, a teacher manual and DIY videos showing how to develop on-line materials), the production of videos for use in CALL and the implementations of a series of teacher training courses (train the trainer) on CALL.
