TRANSPORTATION TO THE CITY CENTRE
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Decide how you want to go from the airport to the city centre and calculate how much it will cost.
Trains    
Edinburgh's main rail stations are in the city centre.
There are no trains to the airport. Rail passengers can get between airport and station by taxi  or by bus. The Airlink 100 service calls at Waverley and Haymarket stations. Journey times are 25 to 30 minutes in normal traffic.
Taxis   
City "Black Cabs" can be found outside outside the east (UK Arrivals) end of the Terminal building. Cost: approximately 20 pounds. Maximum 4 people in each cab.
A journey to the city centre typically takes about 25 minutes. 
Buses and coaches 
Buses to Edinburgh leave from outside the main entrance of the airport..
Airlink 100 
This express bus service runs from the airport to Waverley Bridge (near Princes Street and the main rail and bus stations).
Buy tickets at the airport information desk, at the bus stop, from the driver or in advance online.
· Frequency: Every 10 minutes. 
· Journey time: 25 minutes. 
· Fare: Single £3.50, return £6 (reductions for children). 

Service 35 
This Lothian Buses service runs to the city centre.
Buses run every 15 minutes Monday to Saturday daytime and every 30 minutes evenings and Sundays.
· Frequency: Every 15 minutes. 
· Journey time: About an hour depending on traffic. 
· Fare: Single £1.30, day ticket £3.20 (reductions for children).
