	We have been in contact with partners on weekly basis.

Communication has been effected mainly by e-mail.

We had meetings within our team organising the translations, the course and the project meeting.



	Innovatory aspects:

Describe any innovatory aspects to your activities.
	We made the translations of the subtitles’ files, we prepared the brochure of the course and we worked on the dissemination.

The list of language schools, educational institutions and language teachers in general (or teachers of Italian language as a foreign language) revealed a good instrument for dissemination. A lot of interest has been shown and many persons registered both for the course in October (held in English by the Danish team) and for the course in Italian that we plan to organize in February. 

We organized the course, the training room, we printed the brochures, and we used this event for dissemination – this is how about 20 educational institutions in Tuscany, Lazio and Umbria regions received T-shirts, brochures of the project, brochures of the course, etc. We know that some brochures got advertised in the notice-board of the school.

During the training in Pistoia there’s also been a brainstorming  during a discussion with the participants and a lot of ideas came out: on one hand concerning dissemination of the project (people offered to let other colleagues know about the courses and training, and the website); on the other concerning TBL activities to be carried on in class with the students; or simulations to work on; or PhyEmoC exercises. We would like to work on these materials with the group of participants to the training (the so-called group A as we plan to also have a group B, and C, etc.). Other ideas that came up are the following:

· e-mailing list (created);

· an Italian website (under construction);

follow-ups to the course, so that teachers can have a settled appointment every 3 or 4 months.

	
	We have been in direct contact with teachers and they prepare now their first Pools-M lessons starting with January.

On the internal side, we held a few “pools-m methodology” classes for the students arrived in October, November and December. TBL method helps them a lot.

At the end of the project meeting, we also created the milestones of the project so that we can have the list of tasks and dates to perform and follow.

On October 22nd we sent the new simulation, translated in to Italian.

	We have disseminated the project through several channels:

· We used the addresses gathered in order to advertise the meeting in November: we sent the invitation, the brochure of the project and a letter describing it in all its phases.

· We also stayed in contact with the participants of the training and we hope to establish co-operation on a regular basis for feed-back, and exchange of experiences, of ideas, etc.

· We asked the participants to disseminate the project with colleagues at work and with the associations of teachers they are part of. We had several other calls and registrations since then.

· We continued therefore the meetings with language teachers from different vocational schools introducing the POOLS project and its methods and tools
· We continued using the Pools M methods, and we presented the project to the students involved.



	External impact/mainstreams:

	As stated in other reports, external impact arise from using the methods with students in learning mobility (for work placements, internships, study abroad, etc.) generates interest from their sending organizations with a potential for further integration of POOLS within their respective organizations.

Furthermore, funding agencies at local, regional, national and European level are made aware about the activities and methods implemented which in turn promotes mainstream.

Moreover, the e.g. above concerning dissemination made by participants at the training, proves that there is a multiplier effect: teachers call and come to talk to us, and register for the next training, etc.
