Bokken Schwert
MARK Martin, could you please give us a more detailed explanation of the sword?
MARTIN Yes, no problem. … Here we have for expample such a Bokken. You can see that it was manufactured from a consistent piece of wood. It has also to be considered that the wood which you use must be unilinear, i. e. there must not be any branches or knots coming out of the proper bole. And this Bokken here, as you can see, consists of plastic handle too to protect your hand when practising, and a rubber that holds this handle. This one is made of white oak. There are various materials: red birch or African wood, which is quite appropriate for it but also much more expensive. There are no limits.
