EAC-Projekt
INTERVIEWER Hello first of all, I'm presenting the EAC project and my interview partner is Aki. Hello.

AKI Hello.

INTERVIEWER What does EAC mean?

AKI EAC is an abbreviation for a type of software. Its name is "Exact Audio Copy", and with it you can convert files from audio CD's in MP3 files or others and compress them.
INTERVIEWER This sounds very interesting. Were there any problems in the organisation of the project?

AKI No direct problems anyway. At the beginning it was not quite clear because many didn't have the knowledge, the background knowledge, in this respect and, depending on how far one had been familiar with it, the teachers had to bring it to the same level first.
INTERVIEWER What is your daily or weekly schedule like?

AKI Well, on the first day, as already mentioned, we brought the general knowledge to a common level for everyone. Then we started to compile a basic structure for the brochure wa want to make available. On the following day we worked on it, downloaded things from the internet and, where necessary, explained technical terms and tried out to copy (in order to see) how the whole thing works. Today we have continued and finished the whole thing and tomorrow we'll be going to Cybernarium where there is an exhibition of virtual reality, which we are going to see.

INTERVIEWER What goal do you pursue in the project?

AKI Our goal is to write a manual for the program because there doesn't exist a proper one, and we would be the first to have a manual for Exact Audio Copy.
INTERVIEWER Which topic do you deal with thoroughly?

AKI With the program itself and, partly, with quality: which quality levels you can and should select for each style of music.
INTERVIEWER How long is your work day?

AKI It starts in the morning, at half past seven, just like any other school day, and then, from time to time we take a break, the whole thing is quite relaxed. You can also leave the room if you want to have something to eat or if you want to have a drink. Well, the end is then – according to schedule – after eight lessons, which is at half past two, in fact, but in most cases we finish earlier, at half past twelve or so.
INTERVIEWER Do you need certain knowledge?

AKI No direct knowledge, but one should know what MP3 is and all those formats, but this is standard these days anyway. One should also enjoy to work at the PC and to deal with music.
INTERVIEWER And what are you looking forward to most?

AKI Most? – Well, I find the whole project very interesting because I have a personal interest in those things and, clearly, the highlight will be the Cybernarium on Thursday.
