Caitrìona NicCùmhais

Caitriona MacCuish is the Heritage Officer at Taigh Chearsabhagh. She describes what the job entails and what she enjoys about working there.

‘S mise Caitrìona NicCùmhais, agus tha mi ag obair mar oifigear dualchas aig Taigh Chearsabhagh ann an Uibhist a Tuath.

Tha e gu math eadar-dhealaichte, m’ obair. Tha mi – tha mi ag obair air an taigh tasgaidh, agus bidh mi a’ cuideachadh Comann Eachdraidh Uibhist a Tuath, em, le taisbeanaidhean mu dheidhinn dualchas Uibhist, agus eachdraidh, agus cuideachd cànan agus mar sineach. Agus bidh mi a’ cur ri cheile na taisbeanaidhean agus cuideachd bidh mi ag obair còmhla ri sgoiltean. Bidh sgoiltean a’ tighinn a-staigh a Thaigh Chearsabhagh, agus cuideachd bidh mise a’ dol a-mach gu sgoiltean cuideachd, agus cuideachd bidh mi ag obair le buidhnean eile, um, coltach ri seann dhaoine a tha a’ fuireach a’s an ospadal, no seann dhaoine a tha a’ fuireach ann an Trìonaid.

Tha e a’ còrdadh rium. Tha e dìreach sgoinneil. Tha rudeigin eadar-dhealaichte ann a h-uile latha. Um, ged gu math tric bidh mi ag obair air a’ choimpiutair, ach tha rudan eadar-dhealaichte a h-uile latha, ‘s bidh mi uairean ag obair air taisbeanaidhean, ‘s uairean aig sgoiltean, ‘s uaireanan eile bidh mi ag obair còmhla ri Seonag air taobh an ealain cuideachd. So, mar sineach, tha sinn – bidh sinn ag obair còmhladh gu math tric.

Àite math a th’ ann airson a’ choimhearsnachd, agus cuideachd do luchd-turais. So mar sin, tha mi a’ smaoineachadh gu bheil e dìreach sgoinneil, um, àite far am bi daoine a’ tighinn a-staigh. Bidh iad a’ tighinn a-staigh dhan chafaidh, ‘s bidh iad a’ tighinn a ghabhail biadh, agus a bhruidhinn, ‘s coimhead air na taisbeanaidhean. Tha e math.

Um, seach gu bheil sinn cho faisg air an aiseag bidh daoine a’ tighinn a-staigh an còmhnaidh, ‘s tha e an còmhnaidh uabhasach trang. Agus tha tòrr dhaoine ag obair ann an sheo cuideachd. So, tha mi a’ smaoineachadh gu bheil e math ann an tòrr dhòighean.

English Translation

I’m Caitriona MacCuish, and I work as heritage officer for Taigh Chearsabhagh in North Uist.

It’s very varied, my job. I work at the museum, and I help North Uist Historical Society with exhibitions about Uist culture, and history, and also language and so on. And I put together exhibitions, and also I work with schools. Schools come in to Taigh Chearsabhagh, and also I go out to schools as well, and also I work with other groups as well, like old people staying in the hospital, or old people staying in Trìonaid (nursing home).

I enjoy it. It’s just great. There’s something different every day. Though very often I work at the computer, but there are different things every day, and sometimes I’ll be working on exhibitions, and sometimes at schools, and other times I’ll be working with Joan on the art side also. So, like that, we – we work together very often.

A good place for the community, and also for tourists. So I think it’s just great – a place that people come in to. They come in to the café, and they come to eat, and to talk, and look at the exhibitions. It’s good.

Because we’re so close to the ferry people are always coming in, and it’s always very busy. And lots of people work here too. So, I think that it’s good in many ways.
