Summary: One autumn morning, when the summertime has been changed into the wintertime, three students meet in the college’s lobby. It turns out that one of them has forgotten to set his watch back.

Cultural notes: A lot of misunderstandings occur in spring and autumn every year when clocks have to be set an hour ahead or back of the standard time, switching from summertime to wintertime and vice versa. Some students still happen to forget to set their clocks properly and sometimes oversleep or come to college too early.

Language notes: The language of the dialogue is quite simple. It includes both affirmative and interrogative sentences. Although present, past, and future tenses are used, the sentence structure remains quite simple.

	Artūras – Ačiū, gerai. Kaip Tau sekasi?
	Artūras – I’m fine, thanks. How are you?

	Sergiejus – Nekaip. Pamečiau savo laikrodį.
	Sergiejus – Not so good, I’m afraid. I’ve lost my watch.

	Artūras – Užjaučiu. Žinau, kad greitai Tavo gimtadienis, tai turėsiu ką Tau padovanoti.


	Artūras – I’m sorry about that. I know that you are going to have your birthday soon, so I’ll have what to give you as a present.

	Sergiejus - Beje, ar žinojai, kad šiąnakt reikėjo laikrodžius atsukti vieną valandą atgal?
	Sergiejus – By the way, did you know that we had to set our clocks an hour back tonight?

	Artūras – Taip, žinojau. Vakar per žinias pranešė,  kad laikrodžius reikia atsukti vieną valandą  atgal.


	Artūras – Yes, I did. Yesterday it was announced on the news that we have to set our clocks an hour back.

	Dovydas – Sveiki. Ką veikiate? Kodėl gi neinate į paskaitą?
	Dovydas – Hi. What are you doing? Why aren’t you going to the lecture?

	Sergiejus - Taigi dar anksti.
	Sergiejus – Well, it’s still early.

	Artūras - Iki paskaitos dar valanda laiko.
	Artūras – There’s still one hour left till the lecture.

	Dovydas - O mano laikrodis rodo, kad dabar yra dešimt valandų ir dvidešimt minučių.
	Dovydas – And my watch is showing that it’s twenty minutes past ten now.

	Sergiejus - Tu tikriausiai pamiršai, kad kiekvienais metais, paskutinį spalio savaitgalį, vasaros laikas yra keičiamas žiemos laiku ir visi laikrodžiai yra atsukami vieną valandą atgal.
