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Summary: Two friends meet. One of them studies at Kaunas College, the second has a job in some company. The first student invites his friend to start studies at the College, however, the friend is now all in his work, and he is coining money. They meet a few years later. The first student has already finished the college and has a good job. There have been no changes in the second student’s life…

Cultural notes: Having finished secondary schools, young people in Lithuania are often put into a dilemma: to study at a college or a university or to find a job and work. The possibility to work, earn your own money, and become independent is so exciting and tempting. Long hours of studying, homework, and exams seem such a waste of time. So what to choose?

Language notes: The language spoken in the video reflects the peculiarities of the spoken Lithuanian language, especially the language spoken by the young people. Some of the language is incorrect (for example, ‘mokintis’ instead of ‘mokytis’) and its usage should be avoided. The dialogue also includes some slang.
