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Summary: Two friends meet after a long time. One of them is in a big trouble. He can’t find a job. He has no money. The friend offers to help find a job and suggests to have a look at some job advertisements in the newspapers and to surf the net. After a successful talk to a possible employer, the future seems much brighter.

Cultural notes: Life can really be tough if you do not have money, if you cannot find a job. This is a problem that a lot of Lithuanian students encounter. The great majority of them have part-time jobs in the second and even in the first year of their studies. It is a good way not only to earn some pocket money but to gain some work experience as well. This is what employers usually want and require when students apply for jobs having graduated their educational institutions. Thus, when students graduate colleges and universities they not only have a diploma but some work experience as well.

Language notes: The language, used in the dialogue, corresponds to the B1 level. The two students speak colloquial/ informal language, while the conversation with an employer is more formal, though some colloquialisms have not been avoided.
