 “Vouni”  Winery in Panayia village

It is well known that, vineyards have been cultivated in Cyprus since ancient times. Here on the slopes of the mountains of “Panayia” (Virgin Mary), Mr. Andreas Kyriakides and his brothers have created a contemporary winery "To Vouni Panayia”.
A few people, in the beginning, but more people nowadays that the winery has become known, visit the winery to see it in person and taste the wines. 
The visitors of this place may be experts or not, but one can easily recognize the true connoisseurs and lovers of good wine. You can see them first smell the wine in a special glass for some time. They try to distinguish the scent that rises from the wine and then taste it. Some even keep it for a while in their mouth before swallowing, and they do this because they want to enjoy and feel the flavor and quality of the wine better. Cheese and soutzouki are always served during testing various wines.
In the end, of course, the visitors buy the wines that have assessed as being the best. 
Next, Mr. Andreas will talk to us about the different types of wine as well as about the most famous bottle. 
-Our winery started its production in 1987 with a production of around 10000 bottles. We are the first winery which was set up in the countryside and slowly the world embraced the quality of our wines; within the first decade we got to produce about half a million bottles. The attempt was to create such facilities in order to promote hospitality and yes it is truly a tourist attraction which also produces products made from grapes, in short whatever is produced from grapes such as siousioukkos, ppalouzes, dry fruit, raisins...
 -For  which specific  kind is your winery known? 
-E, the most popular wine is our Alina dry, which constitutes about 60 percent of our production, followed by the light dry wine Plakota and then the rest is of  the wines are produced in equal quantities  that is we are talking about 20-30 thousand bottles ...
- Plakota is red, isn’t it? 
-Yes, it is dry red, light. Now, we are moving on to another red that is Mbarba Yiannis (Uncle John), from the variety of Maratheftiko which matures in oak barrels for 12 months and matured in a bottle for another two years and then sent to the market. We also produce a dry white from the variety of Spourtiko, which is around 5000 bottles a year, and the reason is because there isn’t sufficient quantity of grapes. These are plants scattered in the vineyards at the moment with an incentive for the producers we cooperate at present, we make wine from the individual grapes until the new plantations are ready for production.
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
