Mayor
Here we are at another historical place; we can even say that it is one of the most historical places, because it was built by Grandmaster L'Isle Adam. Here we have the clam-shaped structure. This Villa is known as Villa Davis. According to a written history this site was a zoo and there is an old adage that this was used to house one of the biggest zoos in Malta and held many kinds of animals. Some also say that it was a place of recreation for this Grand Master; people here had even built some theatre where they hosted cultural events. So even over time, before this building was demolished during the war, there had been some recreation going on. So now we are on our way to the city tip, and one can note that this path 50 years ago was not the same as it is today, due to the fact that it was all sea, the sea covered the whole area where we stand. I remember swimming here during my childhood days; we used to climb this rock. This vault pierces right to the other side of Isla. Even part of the land is buried, and then obviously it drops below and pierces to the other side. This is the point which divides the Isla cave.

It was here someone who took the initiative, for this to remain as a commemoration, of course Madonna was placed here to further protect the pilgrims to be here, and do some prayers here. Even in the past the holiday pilgrimage always stopped here.

And now we will proceed to the Watch Tower, not so?

Since where we stand here was all covered with water, behind us, one can observe that passages here are both entry and exit for the residents of Sirens Street. And what was even more comfortable for the residents of this area, is that only parts of the land were covered with water. So now we are at the tip of Isla, of course that is where the Watch Tower is, it was used by the Turks, to be a fortress for our enemy. Valletta is opposite, if we go around the coast just here, we find Floriana, and behind us, Marsa and Paola. 

SUMMARY AND CULTURAL NOTES
Grand Master L'Isle Adam and his knights sailed into the Grand Harbour at Malta in the morning of the 26 October 1530 on the carrack St. Anne, to take possession of their new home. On the 13 November he renewed the oath "to observe the privileges and usages" granted by the King of Aragon and Sicily and took formal possession of Malta in Mdina, a medieval town which was the capital city, at a pompous ceremony where the Silver key to the city was surrendered to him by the Captain of the Rod. Instead of making Mdina their headquarters, they preferred to establish themselves in Birgu, a small village in the entrance of the harbour, where they had their galleys at hand, in the shadow of Fort St. Angelo. As Birgu lacked the facilities required, they constructed bastions to fortify it against any assault and in the narrow streets they began to build their Auberges, one for each Langue - the construction work creating opportunities for the Maltese people. Where more convenient, they leased premises for this purpose. Each Langue began to bring in its men-at-arms, serving brothers, clerics, artificers, sea-captains, seamen and military engineers. A palace was also constructed which served the knights until the time of La Valette. They set up their infirmary in a private house until 1533, when they built an ad hoc hospital. Today this building houses cloister nuns.
